home. We pray for all who are homeless or whose homes are insanitary 
or unsatisfactory. We commend to you those charities that seek to pro-
vide aid to those in Pakistan, for those who welcome refugees, for those 

who provide emergency shelter. 
 

Lord, we pray for all in sadness and grief, for those whose lives have been 
torn apart by the death of a loved one, for those who struggle to cope, for 

those who can't find a way to fit in. We pray for all those for whom the 
recent period of national mourning has brought to the surface grief they 
were seeking to ignore that they may find the comfort and strength that 

your presence offers. 
 

Lord, we pray for those who have been rejected, for those who fear they 
will be turned away, for those who don’t know how to access your 

strength and love. We pray that our churches may be inviting places of 
welcome where no-one is turned away and all are helped to experience 

the grace and peace that you offer. 
 

As we enter the gate of our homes, our churches, our lives, give us eyes to 

see those in need and hearts to respond in the name of our Saviour  

Jesus. Amen.
